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Our first 60-munite will be a steep uphill climb all the way to the Take (bamboo) Temple.
You will go through the tori gate with a chinowa ring and take a look at the Buddha stature
which is only open to the public once every 12 years. You will keep climbing an additional
95 minutes to reach the Tenryuji Temple where the huge straw sandals are enshrined. You
will test your leg muscles and descend about 25 minutes to the Asami hut where you can
enjoy the local specialty, Musashino Udon. The last 40 minutes will be a gentle downhill to
our goal, Togo Park. You will be able to see maple trees full of the autumn colors.
